Chalking of the Doors 
An old Christian tradition to ask God’s blessing on the 
doors of a church and home. Beginning on the left the 
number 20 followed by a cross then the letter C then a 
cross then the letter M followed by a cross then the  
letter B followed by a cross then the number 19. 

10 + C + M + B + 19 
The letters invoke the prayers of the Magi or three Wise 

Men, Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar.  
CMB can also stand for the words Christus Mansionem  
Benedicat, May God Bless this House. Why not write 
this blessing in chalk on the door of your home! 

St Patrick’s Missionary Society, better known as 
the Kiltegan Fathers, was founded on St Patrick’s 
Day 1932 by Fr Patrick Whitney, a priest from the  

Diocese of Ardagh & Clonmacnois.  
Since then, Kiltegan Priests, together with  

volunteer priests and lay people from different 
Irish Dioceses, including Kildare & Leighlin, have 

worked firstly in Nigeria, and later in Kenya,  
Central and South Africa, Brazil and the West 

Indies. Today there are 281 Kiltegan priests, of 
whom 28 are African. They have 58 students in 
Africa preparing for priesthood. That seed sown 

by the Irish Church has grown in surprising ways. 
Through this visit we wish to recall how  

missionary work is central to our Faith and thank 
you for your generous support in the past.
